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INFORMATION:


START:  By Tourist Info. Caravan in Car Park at Bovey Tracey – near to Brookside Tearooms.  This is about 6 miles from the finish in Newton Abbot.
We recommend parking at Newton Abbot, either at the Recreational Trust in Marsh Road, or there is on-road parking near to the Cycle Track entrance at the West Golds roundabout , from where you ride.
Alternatively you could park/meet the CTC at Kingskerswell where the morning run will be to Bovey Tracey.  ( See maps overleaf.)
Start from 10am,  we intend to start most between 10 and 10.45, you can leave as soon as you have checked in so that people leave in small groups.
ROUTE: The first loop is about 34Km with about 10Km off road on tracks and bridleways. Two quite long climbs mainly on road, but one very steep rocky climb near Lustleigh for about 500m.
The second loop has some less severe climbs, but plenty of them, and takes you though some quite muddy lanes. About 20Km with 8Km of tracks and bridlepaths.

TIME: There is no set time limit but to save our helpers at checkpoints having to be there all day, we estimate that the first loop should take between 2 and 4 hours, and the last loop between 1.5 and 3 hours, so we hope you will all be back to the finish before 17.30         Please note that the event is NOT a race.

FOOD: The Recreational Trust will be helping us out by allowing use of their facilities at Newton Abbot. There will be teas and coffees and sandwiches and cakes available for purchase, when you arrive here after the first leg, and teas and coffees at the finish. Note that there will be a cricket match on that afternoon, so the area will be fairly busy. 

MAPS: The route sheet is comprehensive, but we would recommend that you use the Ordnance Survey Explorer 31(Torbay), and Explorer OL28 (Dartmoor)maps in conjuntion with it for good detail.

NOTES: We are conscious of the fact that our ride passes through the Lustleigh area, a beautiful place, where unfortunately cyclists are not particularly welcomed by some, although we have every right to be there.   Please treat the area and any people you meet with respect, even if not returned!  Be especially aware of horseriders and walkers in this popular area.
