 ( 13’ 3” sign) and descend under bridge, and cross river where imm.R ( SP Rudge – rusty sign) and climb steep hill.

	At “Logan Stones” turn L into Bridleway (SP. Lustleigh Cleave) climb steadily to gate.  Continue straight ahead up steep bouldery track. This eventually levels off. Continue past Ravens Tor keeping the stone wall to your right. Track then levels and you continue to hill fort
(earthworks). As you arrive at Hunters Tor there is a gate in the wall to your right  ( SP “PATH”) Go through gate and keep R down hill. At T (track) turn L and descend to farm ( muddy!). Turn R through farm gate, and continue down past buildings, through final gate to meet concrete road. Follow to T where R ( No SP.)    Take next L ( no through road) and follow to North Bovey.   Just before wooden gate go left through deep ford (SP. Byway – Manton Road) and wash off your bike ( or use the stepping stones!)  CHECKPOINT

In village take left fork by “The Forge” to T where R and next L ( Wood SP) on through to track downhill.  Go through gate (Houndtor Wood) descend to X, wooden SP, continue across ( SP Byway to Trendlebeare).  Stay on this forest track going through wooden gate and over stone bridge to T, where L.  Follow track, eventually climbing out of valley to meet main road at T.   Turn L, descend over cattle grid. CARE on bottom bend!  Climb and fork R (SP. Haytor) into Lower Down. 
Descend to X, SO descend past granite tramway to Chapple X, L and then 2nd R (Wallfield Rd) follow to RBT.

	Retrace to main road ( The Avenue) cross via cycle track into Templer Road, turn L by Pillar Box onto cycletrack. Keep L under two railway bridges, bearing R by slipway to T where L. At junction go straight across through barrier to cycletrack, and at T keep R.
Use Blue and Yellow steel foot/cycle bridge to cross A380. Down ramp and continue on gravel track past houses to Gilbert Road.  Follow up long hill ( Drake Road into Haytor Drive) to T at top.
L and in 60m at island turn R into gravel path. Follow to T where L, and then at X follow road around to R past Round House.  Follow dirt road  to T where L.
( Busy road ) Follow road for 1.2Km and on descent fork L into track ( Deer Park Lane – smashed sign). Keep L by Rosely into muddy track. ( can be very muddy!)
A T turn L, and descend for 200m and the R into track by Dunston.
Follow track – very steep and rocky at bottom!  
At T opposite barn turn L follow lane 1.5Km to T ( Stokeinteignhead village sign) where R, descend into village.
Turn L opp. Church House Inn.  At end of village ( Stokeinteignhead Village sign) fork L into no through road (Deane). Climb long drag to “The Beacon”.  At T go R and descend to T at main A379.
Turn R and in 100mts L into Parking layby……CHECKPOINT.

	Leave Car Park, L onto A379. In 400m fork R ( Layby just past Stokeinteignhead turn) and continue up hill on track.

Ignore first track on right, take next track 
(Bridlepath sign) and descend to Lower Gabwell to T, where L to T (on corner) and R ( SP: Stokeinteignhead, Coombeinteignhead.) into Gabwell.
In approx 200m on brow of small hill turn L by Honeycomb Cott. Keep R and up past  Hatch Cott. And at end of broken road go straight ahead into steep gulley
(Yes – this the right track!)
After a bit of a scrabble this evens out into narrow track running uphill. Cross road by Nurseries into track and continue up to T where R. ( Ridge Road) 
After 250m take track on L ( between two fields) and descend to T at Lower Rocombe, where R.   Next L past Rocombe Court. Your track is the stoney one bearing L up the hill. Continue to T at top ( Ridge Road) where R and follow for 2Km to T where L down steep hill into Netherton. At bottom of hill turn L ( Post box in Wall and telephone box), and in 75m turn R up Hillier Lane (..yes it does!)
At top turn R at T onto path you came up earlier, and retrace to main road T, where L, and then R into Haytor Drive, and retrace over foot/cycle bridge to Recreational Trust.  FINISH
